STATEWIDE INDEPENDENT LIVING COUNCIL
NEEDS MEMBERS

The North Dakota Statewide Independent Living Council is recruiting new Council
Members. The Council is made up of 16 members who are appointed by the Governor
for three year terms on a voluntary basis. A majority of the members must be people
with disabilities. The statewide Independent Living Council works closely with the
North Dakota Centers for Independent Living to promote the philosophy of independ-
ent living and provide services which include but are not limited to peer support, self/
systems advocacy, information and referral and independent living skills training. If
you have the desire and believe you can help individuals with disabilities attain their
independence, please consider applying for a position on the Statewide Independent
Living Council.

The Council meets quarterly each year in various locations across the state to discuss
and oversee issues affecting individuals with disabilities. If a position is currently filled,
an individual may still apply and their file will be retained by the Council for three
years. When a position does become vacant, that individual will be considered for the
open position from their region.

All regularly scheduled meetings of the SILC are open to the public. Please consider be-
coming an advocate for individuals with disabilities.

MONEY FOLLOWS THE PERSON PROGRAM (MFP)

The MFP Program is a federal initiative to help states reduce their reliance on institu-
tional care for people needing long-term care and expand options for elderly people to
receive care in the community. The MFP Program provides funding to assist people to
leave a nursing facility and move back to the community. It also provides the coordina-
tion of services and resources to support the long-term independent living goals of the
individual.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
« Voluntarily participate and want to return to the community
« Be Medicaid eligible for at least one day prior to discharge
o Meet Institutional Level of Care criteria
« Hauve lived in a nursing facility/institution for a minimum of three months

e Score 8 or higher on the MDS 3.0 cognitive assessment and not have an Alz-
hei merd6s diagnosi s

The MFP Program also assists with supplemental services which can provide up to
$3,000 for one-time transition costs. MFP will provide services for 365 days after
transition to the community. After that, individuals will continue to receive needed
services from the state without interruption.
